Biographical Sketch

Ismael Molinero Novillo was born in Tomelloso on May 1st, 1917, the fifth
of eleven siblings.

He attended the Colegio de la Milagrosa but interrupted his studies in order
to help support his family by working as a sales clerk. His joyful nature, inte-
lligence, creativity and guitar-playing skill attracted customers to the store.
At the age of seventeen, he joined Catholic Action Youth through a friend
and drew other teenagers to it. He devoted his heart to the elderly homeless
housed at the local Shelter. At the height of the Spanish Civil War, he was
drafted and fought at the Teruel front where he heroically offered his life to
God and for peace on earth.

Taken prisoner and gravely ill with tuberculosis, Ismael gave up his life at
the Saragossa Doctors' Hospital where he offered his suffering in complete
silence until his death on May 5th, 1938, at the age oftwenty-one.
